WSCA Member of the Year Award

The intent of the WSCA Member of the Year Award is to recognize and honor exemplarily, significant and and/or outstanding contributions made by an individual in the course of any one calendar/shooting year that accrues to the benefit of the WSCA, WSCA Member Clubs, Wisconsin NSCA Member shooters and/or sporting clays in Wisconsin.

· The nominee may be any age.

· The nominee must be a Wisconsin resident.

· The nominee must be a NSCA member or a member of a WSCA Member club.

WSCA member of the Year Nominating Process

· Any WSCA Board member may nominate an individual for this award. (An individuals Nomination may be requested by any Wisconsin NSCA registered shooter, but must be submitted via a WSCA Board member).

· The nomination shall be submitted, discussed and voted upon at the WSCA Spring Meeting by the WSCA Board members.

· Upon a positive vote for a nominee, said nominee shall be honored at the Annual Shooters meeting at that years WSCA State Shoot.

· The WSCA Board Member that nominated said inductee will present and introduce the inductee at the Annual Shooters Meeting presentation. If that Board member is not available, a WSCA Board Officer will preside in their place.

· The inductee shall have their name, picture and contributions listed on the WSCA Member of the Year page on the WSCA website.

· At the time of their induction meeting, the inductee shall be presented with some type of token trophy of gratitude from the association.

· This award will be given on an “as needed or required basis” and does not have to be an annual award.
